LETTER TO CRIBBAGE WORLD

I am writing to submit Nelson Ira Pen-
dergast's name for consideration for the
ACC Cribbage Hall of Fame. Pender-
gast, who served in the U.S. Navy in
World War II, will soon be celebrating a
milestone. In February 1989 Nelson will
be producing the 2,000th sponsored even-
ing cribbage tournament for hospitalized
veterans at the VA Medical Center,
Albany, New York.

It all started in 1969 when he played a
little cribbage during hospitalization.

‘ter discharge, Nelson returned requ-
rarly for treatment as an outpatient, and
he said, "As long as I'm there anyway, I
might as well be a volunteer also."

He played cribbage with bedridden
patients. Some knew the rules and some
asked to learn. When it became appar-
ent a lot of them liked the game, Pen-
dergast put together the first sponsored
cribbage tournament on September 11,
1979.

He founded the Albany VAMC Cribbage
Association in October 1983, and the
organization has contributed $4,200 to
date to the cribbage program for hospi-
talized veterans. Nelson advocates both
the Albany VAMC Cribbage Association

"and the American Cribbage Congress

with many of our members on the sanc-
tioned tournament trail.

Pendergast is an American Cribbage
Congress member, nationwide number
352, and his ACC 1982 membership card
is number NY003,

Nelson has poor circulation in his legs
plus arthritis in his arms and legs. It's a
real problem walking sometimes, but he
keeps navigating. He says patients have
priority, but sometimes he should be the
patient, which he abhors. In the past
when he was an inpatient, he continued
the evening tournaments from a wheel-
chair.

He was at one time scheduled for bypass
surgery on his leg and told his doctor to
delay it for a week because he had to be
at an ACC BOD mesting in Buffalo. He
cut a hole in the side of his shoe, used a
cane, rode a Greyhound bus for eight
hours and made it. It meant very much
to him. It was agony and ecstasy.

Nelson was a Director in the American
Cribbage Congress for two years and is a
charter member Cribadier Generat. He
received the. ACC Guy Pence Award,
ACC President's Award, ACC Guy Pence
Runner-up Award. Nelson has also
received numerous awards from veter-
ans' organizations. Nelson says, "I'm not
giving, I'm giving back."

Main Tournament: Top 1/8 earns {ull points, i.e., 100 players, champion earns 100
points, 2nd earns 92, 3rd earns 84, ete. If 40 or more players, BONUS POINTS are
earned: 1st earns 40 bonus points, 2nd earns 20, 3rd earns 10 and 4th earns 5. In
this example, No. 1 earns 140 points (100 + 40). i

Consolation Tournament: Top 1/8 earns one-half points, i.e., 64 players, 1st earns
32 points, 2nd earns 28 points, 3rd earns 24 points, etec. BONUS POINTS are
earned: 1st earns 20 bonus points, 2nd earns 10 points, 3rd earns 5 points and 4th

earns 3 points. In this example, No. 1 earns 52 points (32 + 20).

I applaud the efforts of Joe Wergin and
others to teach the great game of crib-
bage to the younger generation. I teach
in two elementary schools. Each week
we have a "game day" where I teach
chess, checkers, backgammon and crib-
bage after school. Even some mid-
school players come over to compete and
improve their skills. At the annual Gay
90s Cribbage Tournament, which I run, I
have a junior division tournament (6th
grader and under). This year we had 109
adults. Right next to them were 31 kids
who showed up to play and compete for 7
board prizes. One of two first graders
could have played with the adults (he is
that good). Our local Grass Roots club
donated two of the $10 board prizes.
The Valley National bought the rest.
The Sands Regent Hotel of Reno (site of
many major tournaments) donated a deck
of cards to every student who entered.
What does it take to get kids interested?
Competition alone goes just so far. Then
you offer rewards such as some neat

boards as prizes and you have them:

hooked. Let's face it, there are a lot
worse things to get hooked on. So let's
pay some attention to the younger gen-
eration. This year, teach a youngster to
play the game. Let's help them join the
cribbage world and ultimately get on the
tournament trail.

Along with
this type of play, the younger lady kept
up a continuous stream of chatter totally
irrelevant to the game or the play.

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SYNOPSIS OF
ACC BOARD MEETING

January 26, 1989
Reno, Nevada

27 Directors present; 3 absent; numerous
members as visitors.

Treasurer Fred McGibney presented 6-
month financial statement (July 1988-
January 1989) showing net income for
the period at $7,034.97 and a cash bal-
ance on January 21, 1989, at $13,181.47.
Approved.

Motion approved requiring a spouse to be
60 years old to be eligible for Life
Spousal Membership @ $25, when his/her
spouse holds a Life Membership (also at
60) @ $60.

Awards chairman Del ynn Colvert will
present criteria for Board designation of
Honorary Directors (or Directors Emeri-
tus) at September meeting in Raleigh,
North Carolina.

Director Liz Brandon submitted criteria
for Board selection of annual "Mr. and
Mrs. Cribbage" award. Following notice
in CRIBBAGE WORLD, nominations will
be submitted to a designated Director in
each region; regional Directors will
choose the nominee from each of the
three regions for balloting by the Board
at the Annual Meeting in Raleigh, North
Carolina, with provision for absentee
ballots. Adopted.

After hearing from Karl Grube, producer
of a "Lake Superior Cribbage" board
game, the Board concurred with Presi-
dent Joe Wergin's proposal to print
30,000 ACC pamphlets to be included in
the game and for other recruiting pur-
poses. * Printing cost quoted by Dale
Munroe was $945. Approval granted for
project not to exceed $1,500. )

Membership Secretary Jeff Monroe
reported a total of 4,805 paid-up mem-
bers as of January 1989, He said he is
tracking the gains and losses monthly.
Start-up costs have been incurred and
future expenses should decline. Report
accepted.

The future location of the Tournament
of Champions and the ACC Open was
discussed, due to overcrowding. Jeff
Monroe was authorized to solicit bids for
a new location in Reno, Nevada. Follow-
ing the meeting, Sands-Regent offic’
aware of ACC's concerns, hosted a cu
tail party-buffet for the Board and pre-
sented a graphic display of proposed
expansion plans that will double its con-
vention center facilities.

Scheduling of tournaments one week
apart and less than 400 miles apart was
approved as continued policy.

Scott Kooistra, chairman of the Tourna-
ment Guidelines committee, requested
CRIBBAGE WORLD assistance seeking
suggestions by April 1, 1989, to allow
preparation of proposed guidelines for
the Board's September meeting in
Raleigh, North Carolina.

The Board discussed future Grand
National tournaments at Prineville, Ore-
gon (1989) and Hialeah, Florida (1991)
and accepted a $245 check from Bob
McCabe, chairman of the 1988 Grand
National in Milwaukee, Wisconsin, as
profit from that event.

Tournament Chairman Syl  Lulinski
reported that 20,000 scorecards donated
by Phillip Morris have been depleted.

Responding to a query by Joe Seigle, the
Board decided that a designated indivi-
dual in each of the three regions would
be furnished a list of members' lifetime
master points about 3-4 times a year, so
that members in that region might con-
tact that individual to determine his/F
taotal points as well as current points.

Presenting another Seigle suggestion,
Dale Munroe made a motion to reduce
cash prizes for 29 hands from $100 to
$25 and to cover Grass Roots clubs.
Seconded by Nick Pond, the motion was
defeated.



SYNOPSIS OF
ACC BOARD MEETING

The paraphernalia contract with the
Cribbage Patch expired after 2 years and
was mutually not renewed.

A discussion was held concerning making
it mandatory to be a member of the
ACr to play in sanctioned tournaments.
A ugh a motion was tendered, it was
laver withdrawn with no action being
taken at this time.

There was discussion pertaining to the
Rhode Island Cribbage Association no
longer requiring its members to belong
to ACC, although it still receives 25
invitations to the Tournament of Cham-
pions. It was noted that all other invi-
tees earn their invitations through a
function of the ACC. No action at this
time.

Butch Reynolds suggested the Board con-
sider holding four meetings a vyear
instead of the present three "rushed"
meetings now in effect. No further
discussion or action at this time.

Mickey Griffin discussed backward peg-
ging in connection with a novice vs.
experienced tournament player, but it
was generally felt that this was the
responsibility of the tournament director
to deal with as it occurs.

Dick Cornwell, chairman of the Rules
Committee, was complimented for a job
well done as the Board considered
numerous suggested changes. After
much discussion, the Board accepted 21
changes, rejected 2 and
referred 5 to a special committee (Buteh
Reynolds, Dale Munroce and Scott Koo-
istra, meeting with Cornwell at the Reno
tournament) to make a final decision for
referral to the Board.

They subsequently agreed on three of
those proposals, which were later mailed
to Directors present at that meeting for
concurrence. Executive Vice President
Syl Lulinski reports that one change has
been suggested by Directors, that the
rule in question has been returned to the
special committee for further considera-
tion and that it will again be circulated
to Directors present at the Reno meet-
ing for final approval. When this is
accomplished, the new rule book will be
prepared for publication.

-The ACC Board's next meeting, the

Annual Meeting, will be held July 28,
1989, at Raleigh, North Carolina.

Green Bay, Wisconsin - the Ninth Annual
