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INAUGURAL TOURNAMENT & AWARDS BANQUET

Here it is. All you ever wanted to know a-
bout the Inaugural Tournament & Awards Ban-
quet and more... To begin with, it was de-
cided to conduct our very first shindig in
the state of Wisconsin. The reasoning was
just plain good sense. First as a tribute
to our first and only president, Joseph Pet-

- rus Wergin, who hails from the capitol city

of Madison. Secondly, a great majority of
our membership are Badgers, and besides Wis-
consin is one hell of a cribbage state, Mil-
waukee won over other cities because here we
have two of the better synchronized husband
and wife teams when it comes to conducting a
cribbage tournament; in Rich & Donna Maringer
and Dan & Terry Weir, both couples are from
nearby Greendale. Danie]l Pewa Weir has been
designated as General Chairman because he is
a trusted member of the Executive Committee,
the inner circle, the heart of the Congress.
Reasoning also tells us that the Beer City is
one great cribbage town w1th othér cribbage
havens being not too far away.

The cost per member has been set at $56.00
each, however, those who make application on
or before September 1st (1982) will receive

a $4.00 discount. Fifty-two bucks a crack -
that's a hefty sum and makes you almost want
to quit right there. But before you back away
let's see the break-down and just What you



are getting for your hard earned money. You
will be amazed we did not come up with a much/™
higher figure (and risk being lynched). ’

Breakdown: First we must tell you that $30.
goes to the tournament prize fund. With 334
entries, which is highly possible, the prize
fund will just barely go over the $10,000.00
goal we are all hoping for. The truth of the
matter is that we want to make it the largest
cribbage prize fund ever. There are a couple
of other projects in the mill which could in-
crease the prize fund a few more thousand dol-
lars. The Booster Club thermometer is a bit
over the $750.00 mark. On this little dilly
we set the goal at $3000.00 and we have not
given up hope. All we are asking is $10.00
to get your name on the Booster Club page in
the souvenir program. The 2nd money raising
effort is the sale of T-Shirts which at this
very moment has not paid for itself. Would
you believe we have sold only twenty T-Shirts?
By the way, the small size (34-36) will fit
the average woman or girl or a young teenage
DOYeess

Next the banquet (hopefully prime rib) will
set us back $17.50 per head which includes
tax and tip. That leaves us $4.50 to pay

for a five piece dance band and at least a
trillion other trivial items. And we all
know, it's the little things that broke the
camel's back, So, in a nutshell = $30,00 for
prize fund, él?.so for prime-rib and $4.50
for dance band & other items, equals = $52.00.

We must apologize for not taking into consider-
ation a couple of lunches and your morning cof-
fee for two days. The total charge could have
easily gone over $65.00 per. At that price
there would have been several thinking they
were being taken for a ride., After this first
‘affair we will have the experience and we are
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sure we will hear from many of you, telling

us what and how to improve. So bear with us.
It will be better next year and better still
the year after that, etcetera, etcetera, etec.

Now that we have you in the door we will
proceeed to clue you in about the tournament
itself. It will be the qualifying round - -
type event with 21 games played against sev-
en different opponents. Scorecards will be
marked two points for a win, three points

for a skunk-win and four points if you are
lucky enough to win by a double-skunk. A
zero will be recorded for a loss. Peg points,
plus or minus, will also be recorded and your
opponent will be required +to sign the card.

The master plan calls for the qualifying rds
to commence at 9:15 am SHARP, with the 7th
round being completed by 3:45 pm. Master pian
calls for 15 minutes per game and with a one
hour and fifteen minute lunch break. The top
64 qualifiers will have their names posted to
the bulletin board by 5:00 pm. Results of
the "Insurance Fund" and the Players Choice
Pairings will also be posted.

/0On Saturday morning, bright and early, the
reistration period will be between 7330 am
and 8:00 followed by a one hour briefing
period, 8:00 to 9:00 am, the remaining 15
minutes will be allowed for those who have
not made up their minds about entering the
Players Choice Pairings..

During the registration geriog you will sign
in, be issued a scorecard indicating your

table and seat number, be afforded the op-
portunity to take-out insurance on yourself
and sign-up in the Players Choice Pairings
competition. You may purchase "insurance"
only on yourself., You may not purchase in-
surance on anyone else, so please do not ask,
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Speaking of "insurance" there will be two
rates, both separate from each other. One
premium will be the usual $10.00 and the
other will be for $25.00, Those players who
end up in the top fifty (50) of the Master
Point parade for 1981-82 are not eligible to
gsubscribe to the insurance plan with the $10.
premium, while all players are invited to
enter the insurance fund with the $25,00 pre-
mium. This will give the little guy a much
better chance to collect some insurance money.

We are expecting about three times as many
players to subscribe to the insurance plan
with the lower premium. However, each fund
could easily become a bonanza.

The insurance pay-back will be set at one out
of every ten entries. Example: Let's suppose
200 players enter the $10.00 plan and 80 en-
ter the $25.00 plan. In the ten dollar plan
the pay-back would be to the top 20 players
who paid the premium, while only the top "8"
who paid the premium would share in the $25.
plan. Simple enough, right ?

Something new was recently added to the tour-
nament trail. It started at the Master's Clas:
sic in Madison where it was called the Master -
Pairs., They picked up on it at the Beer City
Open in Milwaukee still calling it the Master
Pairs. However, there was a bit of a letdown
at the Milwaukee tournament with only 75 pairs
entered in the competition as compared to 140
pairs at the Classic, Another let-down would
definitely mean extinction for the "Doubles"

or "Pairs." It's a fun-thing and it should
not go down the drain. The system has been
revised with the little guy in mind. Here is
how it will work so pay attention. Now it is
~called the Player's Choice Pairings and we're
sure you are going to like it. Better still,
we think more will play the Pairings game.
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First off, in the Pairs in order to cash,
both your score and that of your partner,
when added together, must be in the top ten
percent (one out of ten pay-back). If that
is the case, you are a winner so head for
the pay-off line., It is possible to win
more than once.

There will be three blank lines on the pair-
ing slip where you enter the names of the
players to be paired with you. You do not
have to coordinate with anyone, just write
down the names of anyone in the tournament,
however, it would be a good idea not to sign
up with anyone at your table. If you did,
it would probably be your luck to skunk him
three times (or vice versa).

Each time you enter a partner on your slip
it will set you back a five-spot, a full
slip goes for $15.00... And you may submit
as many slips as you wish, there is no limit.
Should you have a winning partnership, you
will be paid the full amount. The player
you selected as your partner gets nothing
from your pairing slip winnings. It's all
yours, 100 percent.

The o0ld system was for the partners to co-
ordinate with each other and each place a
five-spot on the pairing. Why 80 percent

of the players at any given tournament would
not dare ask an Arnold Crews, Len Davy, Rudy
Hebein, Erv Patrin, Wendell Riherd, Donnie
Rhode or any other highly ranked player to
pair-up with them. Now they have the right
to select anyone they so desire. It is now
freedom of choice.... How does that grab
you ?

One caution, you cannot make a pairing which
does not include yourself...

There will be plenty of cribbage playing on
Sunday. The championship play-offs will com-
mence at 8:00 AM sharp. The head-to-head e
matches, best of five, will have the top 64
qualifiers seeded against each other. Fif-
teen minutes will be allotted per game or 75
minutes per match. From the second round on,

- the players will play it out to determine who
places in each of the top 32 positions. The
finals of the main event is scheduled for

©3:30 - 4445 PM., However, it could be a bit
sooner. Master Points will be awarded for

this event. '

The Consolation tournament will get underway

at approximately 9:30 AM. This late start

will allow the 32 players who are eliminated
after the first round of the championship play
to enter this second chance event. Registra-
tion fee will be $15.00 with an optional in-
surance plan with a $10.00 premium. Players
will be seated by draw and will play nine
games against nine different opponents (9:30
to 11:45 AM)., The top 32 players will cash
and the top 16 positions will be played out.
Play-off matches for the Consolation will be
the best of three games. The Consolation
finals match is scheduled for 3:45 - 4:00 PM.
Master Ppints will be awarded (1/8) on a 50
percent basis for this event.

On Sunday after the lunch break the main
event will still be occupying 32 players. The
Consolation head-to-head play starts after
junch & it too will be occupying the time

of another 32 players. $So rather than have

a few hundred players hanging around with not
a thing to do, another event has been plan-
ned. Starting after lunch at approximately
1:00 PM another tournament, namely the Lucky
Seven, will get started. It will be seven
games against seven different opponents and
seating will be at random. Entry fee will
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be $10.00 but no insurance will be avail-
able. No Master Points awarded for this
event.

There is one other event on tap and it is
for those of you who will arrive on Friday.
The "Early Bird" will get underway Friday
evening at 7:30 PM with a $15.00 registra-
tion fee and an optional insurance plan
with a $10.00 premium. It will be at this
event that the bulletin board will have the
results posted of the drawing for table and
seat numbers. Actually the drawing will
take place in the hospitality room earlier
in the afternoon. If you are around come
and witness and have a Pabst Blue Ribbon
with us...s

After seeing the table/seat assignments it
would be safe to prepare/present your "Play-
ers Choice Pairings." Just look for Gene
Tiny Biegler of West Bend or Pete Dukes of
Madison, a couple of prominent cribadier,
who are in charge and have all the answersj
just in case you have any questions pertai-
ning to the "Pairings."

Another committee, probably headed by Arnold
Crews who volunteered for everything, will
be checking all the qualifying score cards
against opponent score cards to doubly in-
sure the scores are correct. Several Crib-
players at the Beer City Open were pleased
to learn of this policy.

All tournament officials, judges and commit-
teemen will be wearing color-coded ribbons
for your convenience. So if you run into

a snag sometime during the weekend Jjust grab -
a guy or gal wearing a ribbon. You might :
get the answer you're looking for. At least
you will be pointed toward someone who will-
have your answer. '
