Main Tournament: Top 1/8 earns full points, i.e., 100 players, champion earns 100
points, 2nd earns 92, 3rd earns 84, etc. If 40 or more players, BONUS POINTS are
earned: 1st earns 40 bonus points, 2nd earns 20, 3rd earns 10 and 4th earns 5. In
this example, No. 1 earns 140 points (100 + 40).

Consolation Tournament: Top 1/8 earns one-half points, i.e., 64 players, 1st earns
32 points, 2nd earns 28 points, 3rd earns 24 points, ete. BONUS POINTS are
earned: 1st earns 20 bonus points, 2nd earns 10 points, 3rd earns 5 points and 4th
earns 3 points.
