In his first year of sanctioned pegging, Robert
Medeiros,Quincy, MA, is blistering the boards
with top finishes throughout this cribbage
year, and has zipped into the national MRP
lead with but a scant few tournaments re-
maining to be played.

Finishing 2nd at the Eastern States Champi-

onship June 11, and following with a win at

the sizeable Hockomock Classic on June 25,
Medeiros has roared into the 1,600 MRP
stratosphere...and has an excellent chance of
winning a national championship in his rookie
year!

Only Bob Gombatz, Raleigh, NC, is keeping
close to Medeiros. Qualifying 2nd at the huge
Reno meet (352 peggers), Gombatz is at the
1,500 MRP mark for the year.

The Eastern Region's peggers are putting on
a show this year, as a bevy of peggers are
within range of taking home all the marbles.
Rit Alkas, Phyllis Schmidt, Brian Heroux,
Larry Samet, George Bickford, David

Clemmey, Harry Palmer, Ed Horigan, and
Robert Drukman all are within striking dis-
tance as the year winds down.

Out west, Darrel Miotke and Steve Reynolds
are leading the pack, and have an outside
chance of taking the national title. Paul
Hatcher, DeLynn Colvert, Greg Schleusner,
and Keith Forrest are "on the bubble" for
earning top ten honors.

In the Central Region, only Robert "Mick”
Michaelis has a shot at the title. Scoring an
11th place finish in Reno, this recently in-
ducted Hall Of Famer hasreached 1,200 MRP's
for the year. Other Central Region players in
the hunt are Alan Schaefer, defending cham-
pion Bob Julian, Deb Schisel, Patrick Barrett,
Doug Page and Kenneth Capodagli.

Once again, it appears that the National Open
in Raleigh (the season's last tournament) will
decide this year's MRP race. And in the 15-
year history of the ACC, there has not been a
better finish, with a score of players having a
chance to win with but one match to play!
